We wouici-ii:ke-to ra1.se a 

'question here. If people 
w~nt more recent and com­
mercial films, and these 
cost much more than older 
and non-commercial films, 
then maybe we should re­
place the Film Committee 
with a Video Committee 
which could be in charge 
of rentl.ng popular films 
and could show them in a 
big video screen. This 
might not be a better 
alternative but at least 
it will be cheaper and 
some of the money that is 
being used in the present 
system could be spent 
elsewhere. · We see many 
problems with this idea. 
While it would enable us 
to screen movies such as 
Top Gun and Beverly Hills 
Cop 3: Jason Meets Fred­
die, w~ might end up giv­
ing short shrift to for­
eign films, independent 
films, and less~r-known 

classics of cinema. In 
addition, video is simply 
not as good as film. The 
experience and the image 
quality are just not the 
same. In any case, the 
films that we pres~nt are 
a good alternative to the 
type of films which one 
can see at local theaters. 

~ One look at the marquis de 
~ Sade at the mall makes

favorites like take the

Cllat the mall. 
~ Now, back to where we 
~ were. Once you submit your 
~ budget to the P~anning 
~ Committee and they give 
Z you money, then you make 
~ adjustments by changing 
~ some films. Then you ar­
~ range, schedule, and order 
X them by phone. Usually you 
~ can get a good deal when 
E ordering a good number of 
~ films from the same com­
S pany. After that, a writ­
> ten confirmation is re-

quired by these companies. 
Once that's settled, a 

schedule has to be writ­
ten, sent to Central Ser­
vices and distributed. 

The activities performed 
by both members are usual­
ly: 

Choosing the films--this 
can be fun but also mind­
boggling because there are 
lots of films and you may 
feel like a kid at a candy 
store but you can't get 
many of the films you want 
because there are only so 
many films you can show, 
then you have to keep in 
mind the criteria of qual­
ity and variety (although 
sometimes that can be 
cheated), but most of all 
you have to compromise 
with the partner, and take 
the requests of other 
students into account. 

Writing the budget and 
the schedule. The schedule 
is usually fun to do. 

Hiring projectionists 
and getting them to show 
up on time, or projecting 
ourselves when they don't 
show up at all (This in­
volves one member of the 
committee being present at 
every show). Also, since 
there is no permanent set­
up in Sottery, we have to 
be there getting the pro­
jectors and our little 
speaker ready for the 
shows (Yes, the sound is 
bad, the projection too, 
but we all know that!) We 
also have to deal with any 
technical emergencies that 
may arise (like Sottery 
after a party--that's the 
hardest one, a projector 
breaking down, sound prob­
lems, etc.) which we have 
to solve quickly. We also 
have to deal with people 
who criticize us and com­
plain about our selection 
of films when they never 
go to see any of them. We 
have ways of dealing with 
these folks that won't be 
discussed here. Let's 
just say we've got a lit­
tle deal with the food 
service people ••• 

Then, the work splits in 
two. One person takes care 
of dealing with the dist­
ributors. This person has 
to call them, get a good 
deal, order the films, 
write and- send confirm­
ations, talk to them when 
a film is late or when 

they didn't get the film 
back, etc. This person 
also receives the films 
when they are mailed to 
us. This person is also in 
charge of paying the 
bills, the projectionists' 
salaries, other expenses, 
and keeping track of the 
budget. · 

The other person makes 
the fliers and posters and 
is in charge of adver­
tising the films in th~ 
Bi-Weekly _ calendar and 
other sources. Last semes­
ter we miscalculated and 
didn't send enough sche­
dules to everyone. This 
semester, though, we are 
getting better and the 
fliers do actually tell 
more about the film than 
just the title. (A per­
sonal note from Franciscc 
here - ·•selieve it or not 
it takes a lot of time and 
work to make those fliers 
and they are posted around 
for a purpose besides cov­
ering the walls. Please 
don't destroy or remove my 
pretty fliers before the 
films are shown! After­
wards, they are yours tc 
do with as you willl") 
This person also makes 
sure the technical aspects 
are working fine and sends 
the films back after thE 
showdates. 

Now, passing on to a 
kind of report preparec 
from last semester's ques­
tionnaire: 

36 people liked last se­
mester's selection of 
films while 7 wanted us 
kicked out of the Fl.ln 
Committee. 

68 people would go to ar
